Language Arts

1.  Read at least 30 minutes a day. Respond to your reading by writing about the character and/or setting.
Setting

· Where and when does the story take place?

· What can you see, hear, feel or see as you read?

· Can you visualize the setting?

· What words did the author use to describe the setting? 

Character

· Who is the most/least important, interesting, brave, or fair character? Explain your answer.

· What character reminds you most of you?

· What choices did a character have and do you agree with the choices they made?

· Which character taught you the most?

· What challenges do the characters face? How do they deal with them?

2.  Journal  Writing
Choose one of the following prompts and write one journal entry per day.

· What has been your favorite (or least favorite) family vacation and why?

· Today was the best/worst day ever.

· If I had a million dollars, I would…

· If I could go anywhere in the world, I would …

· If I could own any pet, it would be…

· My teacher was out sick today, and I was the substitute.

· Introduce yourself to your classmates by writing a paragraph about three things you would like them to know about you.

· My favorite time of the year is…

3.  By using a thesaurus or a dictionary, discover a new vocabulary word. Use it in your journal writing and in your speaking. In your journal, define the word and use it a sentence.

4. Spend 30 minutes a day on a reading game from one of the websites suggested.  See last page.  
MATH 

1. Spend 20 minutes (10 minutes, two times a day) reviewing math facts, 1-12. (Multiplication and division)

2. Spend 30 minutes a day on a math game from one of the websites suggested.  See last page.  

3.  Find a recipe, and double it. Have someone help you bake/cook it. Write down the original recipe and the amounts of the doubled recipe in your journal. 

4.  Keep a log/journal of the different geometric shapes you can find in your house. Draw and label them.

5.  Pretend you are the teacher, create 10 multi-digit addition problems and 10 multi-digit subtraction problems. Solve them. 

6.  Create 5 multi-step word problems that requires addition AND subtraction in order to solve them. Solve.

7. Pretend you are the teacher, create 10 multiplication problems and 10 division problems. Solve them. 

8. Create 5 multiplication word problems and 5 division word problems. Solve.
