In the event of a school closure please follow these plans at home with your second grade student.  


*Every day: Please keep a journal of happenings around the house and anywhere you may travel to.  This does not have to be in depth or lengthy.  Four or five sentences a day is good.


*Day 1:  



-Visit one website from the American Community School recommended list. http://www.acsamman.edu.jo/es/computers.cfm


-Read for 30 minutes, minimum.



-Respond to your reading by describing your favorite character in the book and tell why it is your favorite and what part that character played in the story.



-Write three math story problems and three fact families.



-Take a walk and list all of the living things that you see and then categorize them into plants or animals.


*Day 2:



-Visit one website from the American Community School recommended list.



-Read for 30 minutes, minimum.



-Respond to your reading by describing the setting of your book and tell how it is alike or different from where you live.



-Measure five items in your house in your house with a non-standard unit of measure like a paperclip, eraser, pencil, fork, crayon, etc.  Then measure the same items in inches or centimeters with a ruler, if available.



-Hop on one foot, count by 5’s, and write the highest number you reach without putting your other foot down.


*Day 3



-Visit one website from the American Community School recommended list.



-Read for 30 minutes, minimum.



-Respond to your reading by telling a problem and its solution from your story.



-Find some change in your house, count it, and write the amount two different ways in your journal.  Write the names of all the coins in order from smallest value to largest value.



-Think of a living thing for every letter of the alphabet.


*Day 4



-Visit one website from the American Community School recommended list.



-Read for 30 minutes, minimum.



-Respond to your reading by writing a different ending for that story or another story of your choice.



-Help someone bake something and write all the measurements from the recipe in your journal.



-Think of things from Jordan for every letter of the alphabet.



-Do 20 push-ups and 20 sit-ups.


*Day 5



-Visit one website from the American Community School recommended list.



-Read for 30 minutes, minimum.



-Respond to your reading by making a connection between two different stories you have read or by making a connection to an event in your life.



-Think of a unique way to practice your math facts and then do that.



-Choose one problem to complete from the invention worksheet.



-Do something physical.
